Prior to becoming a Christian my life was in
turmoil. | was struggling with drugs and alcohol which led
to my divorce and eventually losing my job. So | decided to
make an appointment with Brooklyn Teen Challenge and
a week later I met with the Intake Coordinator. I spoke
with him for awhile explained my situation and what my
religious background was like. | told him that growing up
I was pulled between the Catholic, Christian Pentecostal,
Jehovah's Witnesses and even, at one point, Islam. I listen
to him closely and understand what he was saying to me.
What stood out to me was when he said that we must trust
in the Lord with all our hearts and he began to read to me
Proverbs 3:5-6 which today | stand on! | felt in my heart
that all I went through as a child growing up in a drug,
alcohol, and violent environment God used to bring me to
the Cross. So | decided that | would accept Jesus
Christ as my Lord and Savior....... Amen!

I attended Brooklyn Teen Challenge completed the
four month induction phase, and transferred to God's
Mountain Teen Challenge Training Center in Rehrersburg
Pennsylvania. | completed 8 months and graduated Febru-
ary 2010. Since graduation | committed myself to a
position as a Volunteer Driver (ETP) for the Walk-A-Thon
Ministry and several off campus job-sites for 6 months.
I then transitioned into an Intern position for New Man

CDC as a Driver/Field Supervisor. Later served as Ministry Team Leader for several Ministries offered to the
student body such as: The Teen Challenge Disciples “D-Boys” a Christian Hip-Hop Ministry whose vision and
mission is the spread the gospel by utilizing the five elements of Hip-Hop music in a Christian loving way,
New Creation Choir, Spanish Worship Team, and “Renovacion Grupo” an off campus Latin Ministry, The Prison
Team, and Stay Sharp a drug intervention program alongside Brother Joel Jakubowski Director of Lancaster
Teen Challenge. | have recently been promoted to Apprentice for New Man CDC and am the Fundraiser
Coordinator for the Walk-A-Thon ministry. I am currently awaiting a transitional position change in the
counseling division. I am currently a junior at Alvernia University where |1 am studying Addiction Studies in
Behavioral Health Sciences.

I have been planning on a ministry of my own called “Walk It Out Ministries” in collaboration with
G.D.T. “Gods Dream Team”; a Christian Rap Group | manage. This ministry would help direct and disciple
others using their musical gifts that God has so graciously given to them. | have prayed earnestly and feel that
I will be used to assist others, no matter what their addiction is. I came to believe that | was powerless
over my addiction and I needed to rely on a higher power; that being God. By having faith in God
through Christ Jesus is the best way to assist others. Everyday | am growing spiritually and that know
that whatever happens, if | remain humble before God He will lift me up. (James 4:10) b

quoted, but if you're like me you do not really desire
its sentiments. Winter can be a trying time with the
inconveniencies of forging out against the cold, snow
and ice.

Thus far LTC has referred well over 150 men,
women and teens into one of our centers; and a
large portion of these directly from Lancaster.

Currently we have a highly
effective Stay Sharp
(www.staysharp.us) ministry team
which features our urban musical
ministry team The Disciples. It is very

often that through these ministry outings that we are
able to identify those in need of freedom from
addiction and the power of Christ's love. Please
contact our events coordinator, Marty Hill at 717-673-
4219 or contact@lancastertc.com for details and
event planning.
